HOMILY DELIVERED BY Msgr, John O’Donnell at Reunion Mass July 2010

Tell you what Alumnae, class and school reunions can be pretty
treacherous, maybe surprising, you know. We wonder, do | look
as bad as she does. Goodness gracious. Or, gosh, | think | look
more successful than anybody else in this class and then when
somebody comes up and says , hey, you look great, you know they
are lying.

So, hey listen girls, | presume this morning we all, whether we
are boys or girls, or what, looked in the mirror to shave or what-
ever, and sometimes it is startling when we look in the mirror and
see all those chicken feet and you know you begin to see every-
thing going south then you say, is that really me? Now, if we were
the wicked queen we’d look in the mirror and say, mirror mirror
on the wall who’s the fairest one of all and it better be me. Right?
That’s the way we feel.

Or, you know, we could recall Shakespeare’s Hamlet, remember
this in one of his soliloquies saying, our end is to hold the mirror
up to nature to show virtue her own future, scorn her own image
and the very age and body of the time is formed and pressure, oh
Hamlet you suppressed that day. Hold the mirror up to nature
and then hope for the best. Nature scorned of her own image
from what besets us when we look in the mirror.

Now this morning | thought just for fun let’s take a look at
the reunion that took place sometime ago in Bethany. They got
together at a house, and Jesus, Lazarus, his buddy, and two sisters,
Mary and Martha. A little reunion, a little talk, and lets presume
here that each of the ladies, Mary and Martha, brought with them
a kind of a little frame and Martha’s frame had a kind of silver
filament behind it so there really is a mirror and you look, and,
oh, it'’s me. Mary’s frame was a window, didn’t have that filament,
you look — you could see everybody else out there. So here they
are, you know, reading, having a little glass of wine, maybe a little
cocktail party there on the deck before they had dinner and ev-
erybody having a nice time, enjoying themselves. So during all this
Martha gets up and surreptitiously sneaks away to the kitchen and
she fires up the grill and begins to cook and every once in awhile
she would take a look in the glass and in her narcissistic state she
would only see herself and all the work that she had to do, buy the
groceries. Her sister, Mary, sat at the feet of Jesus out there with
her glass and she saw the feet of Jesus and all the other people
were gathered around there and Martha, looking from her mirror,
could see Mary out there in this intimate conversation with Jesus.
She goes ballistic.

Now all the Bible says is that Martha went out and said, hey,
Lord, why don’t you get my sister, Mary, to help me. I'm doing it all.
And Jesus says, hey relax. What's the matter with you?  That's
what the Bible says. What the Bible didn’t say is this. When Mar-
tha went out there she said, God knows I've done all | can to keep
this family together. | mean I've slaved, I've cooked, I've stayed at
home. I've done everything. | mean, poor Lazarus, he’s always
complaining. He’s sick. There is something wrong with him all the
time. Who takes care of him? | do. And Mary, Miss Goody Two
Shoes, and you are — just everybody thinks you are so holy and
good, the town saint. The house devil. And so Martha just goes
on. She got ballistic and exploded and just said a lot of things that
a lot of us say, and I'm here to tell you, you know, Mary, you're
not the holy thing you think you are. Now, you can imagine Jesus
sitting there as a guest, he’s pretty embarrassed when the family
starts fighting, well, and he felt, well, | shouldn’t have come to this
place. Wow, these people don’t get along. Out of town they do,

but back here they don’t.

But Jesus handles it nicely. He says, hey Martha, relax, just cool
it will you. Everything is going to be okay. You are doing good, and
Mary is doing good, we are all doing good. So let’s just sit down
and have a nice dinner.

Now, what we notice, ladies and gentlemen, is that Jesus said
yeah, okay, Martha you’ve done the good part and Mary there has
done the better part. Now, what he didn’t say was, who has done
the best part. Because it is good, better and best. He didn’t say
either one of them was doing the best part. So, what does that
mean for us? When you get the good, the better and the best
that means you can get people who are active like Martha doing
the Lord’s work, but then we also need people who are reflective,
contemplative, and doing the Lord’s prayer. But the best thing
is to put them together in the same person. The same Christian
that we are at times both active and also contemplative. And all
you alumnae from St. Scholasticas grew up with that. At least you
experienced it when you spent time on this holy ground with
these holy teachers. You saw what it was like to meditate and
to contemplate. And | hope you carried that with you. But you
always saw what it is to be active and to get out there and get the
job done and do what Jesus asks us to do and to get moving. So
when we come to talking about reunions, gatherings, in this holy
house, | think about -- you grew up at a time in your life in kind of
a very special contemplative, active, meditative and useful philoso-
phy, theology. And | hope that you carried that with you into your
lives today. When you come back to this holy acreage, if you look
at the nuns and you remember old sister-so-and-so, she did this
and that and the other thing, at great old St. Scholasticas in Fort
Smith,Arkansas. You know, if you don’t mind me being personal,
in my own ministry in Arkansas, | must confess that nowhere, no-
where in the State of Arkansas, in the Diocese of Little Rock have
| found the mirror and the glass of contemplation and action more
than in the Sisters of St. Benedict of St. Scholasticas. | look back
over the years which aren’t too many, | just look old, you alumnae
here are products of that great history. Maybe some of you don’t
know, and I'll throw out a few things, that the forerunner of the
window and the mirror in Arkansas, the Diocese , of the liturgical
movement of the ecumenical movement, of the spiritual move-
ment, the social movement, every facet of Christian, and Ameri-
can if | might say, living was formed right here at St. Scholasticas by
these nuns . AfterVatican |l there were tumultuous times as some
of us remember about how far we should “go”, what we should
do, how are we going to implement all that and all we had to do
was look at St. Scholasticas -- | mean for us to look at St. Scho-
lasticas -- Bishops, Priests, the whole diocese and say, what is this
ecumenical council all about? How do we implement that? And
you beautiful nuns have done that. Especially,do | recall the beauti-
ful faith, perseverance, courage of Mother Jane Frances Brockman,
Mother Benita Wewers, Mother Columba Walters, Sister Norbert
Hoelting. Such a noble tradition and you alumnae again are the
inheritors of that great deposit of faith, the mirror and the glass.

Now, it’s part of your tradition, right, this week happens to be
a great jubilee week among the Benedictine sisters again of St.
Scholasticas. So let me throw out a couple of people we are going
to honor: Sister deChantal Hyland. She is 103 years old and still
going, celebrating 85 years of monastic life. Sister Rose Ashour,
75 years as a Benedictine, Sister Consuella Bauer, 75 years, Sister
Pierre Vorster, 70 years of monastic life, Sister Miriam Hoffman 60

years, Sister Anne Michelle Raley, 60 years, Sister Louise Sharum,
60 years, Sister Mary Hawkins, 60 years, Sister Regina Schroeder,
50 years. Does that not say something to you? Does that say
something to you about their courage, patience, perseverance
and at the same time the kind of tenacity that those Reverend
Mothers we had in those days after Vatican Il who kept this to-
gether. Showed all of us Bishops and Priests I'm thinking about
now, you know, this is how you do it, this is what liturgy is all
about. This is what ecumenism is all about. This is what the
gospel is all about. And it continues to this day in Fort Smith,
Arkansas. Just go down the street to the park periodically and
see them out there demonstrating for life and justice and peace
for all people.

So thanks be to God we are all here today to celebrate all this.
To celebrate you, Alumnae, and you sweet sisters, we celebrate
you. To congratulate you for what you have done and what you
continue to do. So as we leave these sacred grounds, people,
may we all carry with us this little simple thought. Life is the
mirror of queen and servant. It is just who we are and do. Then
give to the world the best you have and the best will come back
to you. Thanks be to God for that and for these holy nuns of St.
Scholastica, and you alumnae, you Scho girls. Thank you.
